MOST SIGNIFICANT CHANGE STORIES

(Little Chick) is the loving way that
neighborhoods use to call Danh Phan Thien Tam of
Gio Haicommune, Quang Tri province, Vietnam. She
is 3 years old and currently living with her mother
in a modest house on Quéc Phong Street. Every day,
Little Chick and her mother wander around the site
to sell fruit on an old bicycle.

In June, 2022, on a sweltering summer day, the
project team of Inclusion 1 came to meet the
unfortunate mother and daughter. Little Chick
didn’t say anything, just looked at her mother
and babbled for bread. She could have grown up
healthy, talking and laughing like many of her peers
if her mother had taken her to school soon instead
of letting the little girl isolate herself all these
days. However, Little Chick’s mother can hardly
be blamed as she has intellectual problems and is
unable to communicate with her daughter. Little
Chick’s father left the poor family when she was 1
year old.

During our small talk, Mrs. Yen - Little Chick’s
mother could not hold back her tears when talking
about the family situation as well as difficulties in

making her daughter understand and communicate
with her. We encouraged Mrs. Yen to participate in
Inclusion 1 project activity to integrate more into
the community. Every week, a speech therapist
visits Chicken’s house and is greeted warmly by Little
Chick and her mother. The little girl was very excited
when seeing eye-catching toys and participating
in fun games with technicians; Mrs. Yen was also
trained on how to help her daughter keep her focus
on activities. All efforts were rewarded with Little
Chick calling “mother” for the first time. Mrs. Yen
burst into tears upon her daughter’s first complete
word, but this time, they were tears of joy and
happiness.

After 3 months since the last intervention
quality assessment, AAl received a phone
call from Mrs. Yen, “Thank you everyone for
bringing smiles to me and my daughter. My
Little Chick can now imitate some simple
words, although not many, that is enough to
light hope inside me. | hope you will continue
to support and teach her to speak more
words. | am very grateful for your project’s
support.”

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On the final day of the rehabilitation program, Vui
burst into tears, and said to her mother, “Mom! My
dream of walking has come true!”

Nguyen Thi Vui (9 years old) lives
in A Luoi district, Thua Thien Hue
province. She was born with
spasticlegs and could only walk

by two hands (crawl). Because

of this, she felt unconfident
and difficult to open up to
strangers. All of her daily
activities were completely
dependent on her mother.
Vui’s family financial situation
cannot afford any access to
professional examination and
treatment, therefore, her parents
never once dared to think of a day
that miracle would happen.

After being examined by technicians

and doctors from “Inclusion 1” project, the first
objective was to reduce spasticity by improving
ankle stiffness so that she could walk on her own.
Apart from the given rehabilitation exercises, the
technician also guided Vui to perform some daily
self-care activities as part of the therapy.

Thanks to the technician’s efforts and the family’s
active participation, after 5 months, she was able
to walk all on her own.
Seeing Vui can now easily
walk around and play with
friends is such unmeasurable
happiness for the family.
Moreover, her daily activities
are becoming more
independent and rarely
needs mother’s support.

The day our team went to

her family for re-evaluation,

we were surprised by Vui’s

welcomed attitude. Her mother

also expressed her overwhelming

joy at today’s achievement, saying “I

gave birth to Vui but it is Inclusion 1 project

that brought light to her life. It is an immensely
precious gift to our family.”

On behalf of the Inclusion 1 team, we hope that
Vui’s future will be as happy as the name her
parents gave her*.

MOST SIGNIFICANT CHANGE STORIES

Nguyen Thi Phi (32) lives in Phu Vang District, Thua
Thien Hue Province. Phi is a person with intellectual
disabilities, who has never been to school and rarely
had a feeling of love and attachment from her own
loved ones. Phi lives with her older sister, Mrs. My,
because her parents have passed away. As Mrs.
My was always busy earning a living and taking
care of her own family, she could barely spend time
on Phi. Lonely and lacking care, Phi sometimes
unconsciously wandered on the roads and got lost
among communes in Phu Vang district.

Psychologists and social workers of Inclusion 1
project have connected people with disabilities to
their carers and families by reducing discrimination
towards people with disabilities.

During the intervention, Mrs. My actively
collaborated with psychologist’s guidance and
attended the training course on communication
skills and skill sets to support and take care
of people with disabilities. Gradually, Ms. My
better understood the psychology of people with
disabilities and started changing her perceptions
towards them.

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“I am really grateful to the teachers and the
Inclusion 1 project very much. | once thought that
taking care of people with disabilities simply meant
feeding them, that they don’t know or feel anything.
After being trained, | realized that our family should
have given her more attention and love, and should
have taught her carefully about how to perform
basic daily activities.”

Mrs. My then shared what she has learned to share
with her children, husband, brother, and relatives
so that they could better understand Phi. Their care
and love have reached Phi. Every day, Phi supports
her sister with housework, such as sweeping the
house, washing dishes, and putting clothes in the
closet.

The progress of beneficiaries, their families
cooperation, and the community’s support are
motivations for Inclusion 1 to continue on its
journey of connecting, supporting, and promoting
social inclusion of the disadvantaged community in
Thua Thien Hue Province.

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A family with 3 people with disabilities!

Tuan (25) lives with his parents and brother in Nui Thanh district, Quang Nam province.
Tuan was born with birth defects and was physically and mentally underdeveloped. Tuan’s
father has a disabled left leg due to a traffic accident 10 years ago. Tuan’s brother, Hau,
suffers from schizophrenia.

Tuan often fell due to weak legs and seizures. On Tuan’s head, there were always many
big lumps resulting from these falls. Tuan couldn’t pronounce clearly and was afraid to
communicate with others. As such, Tuan only stayed inside the house, looking out the door
with a sad face. While parents were at work, 2 brothers stayed at home taking care of
each other. At that moment, Tuan still needed a lot of support to perform daily activities.

Hau, Tuan’s brother also suffered from
insomnia and seizures. Depressed that
he couldn’t do anything to support
the family that he loved so much, he

sought smoking as a way to reduce all

stress.

Hau and Tuan’s, Mr. Kim, despite
defects in his left leg, still tries to help
through farming or working outside
to earn extra income.

All the burden then falls on the
shoulders of a 60-year-old woman,
mother of Tuan and Hau. She used to be a brave volunteer on

many battlefields during wartime in Vietnam. Perhaps because of the effects of Agent
Orange, her two sons were not born as normal as other children. At this point, her family
was at a dead end.

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After joining the project, Tuan’s whole family was revived!

Tuan was practiced by Ms. Hanh, an experienced rehabilitation technician, 2-3 times a
week at home. Tuan’s mother and brother were also trained to practice for Tuan more
at home. The project staff also installed handrails in the toilet and bathroom so that
Tuan can perform daily activities more safely and actively.

Hau and his father received consultation from nursing staff and commune health
workers on methods to take care of themselves such as limiting smoking and taking
medicine on time.

After 5 months receiving physical therapy service, our assessing team is extremely happy
to see that 3 members of Tuan’s family have had positive changes. Tuan can walk more
stably and doesn’t fall as much as before. Tuan became optimistic, he always expressed
his welcomeness whenever we visited. He can even remember the project’s name!

Hau is now healthier and more confident. He is able to take care of himself and can
even work as hired labor, mowing grass and raising cattle. He feels delighted that he
can do something to contribute to his family.

Mr.Kim, after receiving treatment for his left leg, can walk more easily with less pain,
therefore, he can provide his wife with more support.

Of all, the happiest person is probably the mother of the family. With the progress and
support of her loved ones, the burden on her shoulders is relieved.
